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Bench between Lincoln Grove and Cheshire Close 
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Beanacre Play Area Refurbishment Project 

Report to the Asset Management Committee Monday 6th July 2026 

This meeting has been arranged at Beanacre so that you can look at the play area 
prior to considering this agenda item. In addition, members of the public were invited 
to the site visit prior to the meeting to provide feedback on the plans. As you will be 
aware following Full Council's approval of a budget of £30,000 + VAT and 
agreement to proceed with the refurbishment of Beanacre Play Area, the next steps 
is to look at supplier concept designs and agree the  scope of works and 
specification to enable procurement to commence. Full Council have agreed to 
obtain specialist assistance with the specification, but we still need confirm the scope 
prior to us moving forward with a spec etc.  

Full Council considered the report following the supplier site visits and agreed: 

• To proceed with a targeted refurbishment, replace the two swing sets and the 
overhead climber  

• A project budget of £30,000 plus VAT 
• The recommended next steps in the report shown.  

Please note that the breakdown of the £30,000 was as follows: 

• £25,000 for equipment plus a £2,500 10% contingency 

• Up to £2,500 for project manager to help with spec 
 

To assist with this, some play equipment suppliers have produced concept designs 
illustrating different approaches to the refurbishment. The concepts are intended to 
help you determine the council's preferred specification for us to move forward with 
and get approved at the July Full Council.  

Review of Supplier Concepts 

Copies of the supplier concept designs are attached to this report. Members will note 
that only two concept designs have been included. These were prepared following 
the second round of site visits, by which stage we had reviewed the initial supplier 
concepts, and had concluded that a targeted refurbishment was the preferred 
approach. As a result, both designs focus on the replacement of the swing bays and 
the overhead climber, together with associated repairs and improvements. 

Concepts received following the first round of site visits have not been included, as 
they were based on the potential redevelopment of the entire play area before the 
scope of the project had been refined. Including those earlier concepts could be 
misleading and may cause confusion, as they no longer reflect the council's agreed 
direction following the Full Council's decision to pursue a targeted refurbishment 
rather than a full refurbishment. 

Items that we need to consider:  
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To enable preparation of the specification, we require direction on some matters 

Swing Equipment 

We need to determine:  

• preferred configuration of the replacement junior swing;  
• preferred arrangement of the basket swing;  
• whether any parent and child or inclusive seats should be included.  

Replacement Play Item for overhead climber 

We need to identify a replacement for the overhead climber. 

Materials 

We need to determine the  material specification, taking into account: 

• Robinia hardwood;  
• laminated timber;  
• treated softwood;  
• powder-coated steel; or  
• hybrid construction.  

Safety Surfacing 

We need to agree the preferred approach to repairing the existing wet-pour surfacing 
and whether patch repairs should be used wherever practicable. 

Gates 

We need to confirm the preferred approach to: 

• replacement of the main entrance gate;  
• refurbishment or replacement of the secondary gate; and  
• repair of the maintenance access gate and supporting post.  

Specification Requirements 

Are there any additional requirements you would like to see be included within the 
specification, including e.g.: 

• ease of inspection and maintenance;  
• availability of replacement parts;  
• warranty periods;  
• after-sales support;  
• UK manufacture where appropriate;  
• sustainability considerations.

It is currently the closed season, so no football matches are currently being 
undertaken. Booking forms have just been sent to the above teams for the new 
season. The closed season pitch maintenance is currently underway to get the 
pitches ready for the new season. The Trowbridge and District League is due to 
commence on Saturday 15th August, but the date hasn’t been released yet for when 
the Chippenham & Bath League is due to start. Typically, this league normally starts 
in early September. 

Future of Football FC hosted their tournament at the Bowerhill Sports Field across 
the weekend of 13th & 14th June, which was a great success. 160 Teams came 
from all over to compete, with 4,000+ Visitors in attendance across the two days. . 
Officers understand that the tournament ran smoothly, with no significant issues 
reported. Parking wasn’t an issue due to FOF FC having use of Knorr Bremse car 
park for the event.

     Decompaction in the form of vertical deep tine aeration 

An application of selective herbicide if weeds are present

Over seeding with a disk drill seeder and a winter sports turf dwarf rye grass mix 

An application of controlled release spring and summer fertiliser 

Top dressing to help surface levels and drainage. If funds allow

 

Deep slitters or linear decompaction should not be used after mid-January to avoid the 

ground cracking as the ground dries.

A medium scarification will remove any unwanted organic matter (thatch) to clean out the 

surface ready for over-seeding.

In an ideal would a second application of decompaction should be carried out at the end of the 

season in the form of deep tine aeration.

 

END OF SEASON RENOVATIONS

Depending on the water availability over seeding the pitches should be carried out of season 

but if no rain or irrigation is available this could wait until rain is forecast towards the start of 

the season. Alternately over-seeding could be split into two applications (see over-seeding in 

season) at half rates one around March or April and one at the start or in season as we are 

seeing dryer summers.

Application of a spring and summer NPK fertiliser will grow the pitch back in for the next 

season.

Followed by an application of selective herbicide 6 to 8 weeks after seed germination if 

required

If funds allow applying a suitable compatible sports turf dressing will help the surface levels 

and improve drainage. Regular top dressing with a suitable sports sand can also make the 

surface more uncomfortable for worms, because sand is abrasive to the skin, but this will take 

several yearly applications to take effect.

The playing area should be maintained at a playing height 

between 30-35mm during the growing season and 

increased to between 35-45mm during the autumn and 

winter months. There are exceptions to this, during 

drought periods height of cut should be increased to 

reduce stress on the plant and cutting avoided all together 

if growth has ceased.

To minimise build-up of surface debris careful 

consideration should be given as to the conditions in 

which mowing takes place. Quality of cut will be 

maximised if cutting can take place when the grass leaf is 

dry, however cutting should not take place during the heat 

of a warm day as this will cause stress to the turf.

No more than a third of the grass leaf should be mown 

during any one operation to minimise turf stress and 

reduce the build-up of grass clippings on the surface.

If use of a combination grooming tool could be organised 

regular use of this to rake and brush the area during the 

growing season (not during seed establishment) and then 

to use the brush and surface slitter during the autumn and 

winter if the pitch is dry enough will help to relieve surface 

compaction, improve surface drainage and manage 

organic matter levels which can contribute to numerous 

turf problems.

These operations will also alleviate the conditions in which 

many weeds and diseases thrive.

Worm casts are unsightly and can smear and cover fine 

turfgrasses, regular use of the brushing attachment will 

help to disperse the worm casts effectively providing the 

soil is dry enough.

Grooming also helps with thatch build up, dew dispersal 

and help to break up any surface debris.

As part of an Integrated Weed Management programme 

application of a broad-spectrum selective herbicide may 

be required once per year if mechanical maintenance 

tasks are not adequately controlling the population within 

acceptable tolerances.

By way of an example a GOOD score for weed cover is for 

the pitch to have no more than 6-10% weed coverage.

Selective herbicides should be applied by a fully qualified 

professional with the appropriate equipment and 

paperwork. It should typically not be applied within 6-8 

weeks prior to or after seeding (refer to product label).

Typically mowing should not take place for 3 days before 

and 3 days after application. (Do not apply in drought 

conditions it may damage the turf and will not treat weeds 

effectively).

Selective herbicides should be sprayed in the dry with little 

to no wind. Most selective herbicides are rain fast within 24 

hours of application. If rain falls prior to this, it could affect 

the success of weed control.

Work with the contractor to ensure the selective herbicide 

chosen controls the weeds on site. Most good quality 

systemic selective herbicides should control common 

weeds such as Daisy, Dandelion, Greater Plantain, Clover 

etc.

Application of controlled or slow-release granular fertiliser 

provides the best outcomes on pitches used for grassroots 

football.

As a rough guide these types of fertilisers provide a slow 

“drip” feed of nutrients avoiding excessive grass growth 

that can be difficult to keep on top of and susceptible to 

disease.

This release of nutrients can last for up to 4-5 months in 

certain products but more typically 3-4.

Granular fertiliser has increased in cost in recent years so 

it’s really important to make sure that what you are 

applying to the pitch is appropriate and nothing is being 

wasted.

A nutrient soil analysis that can usually be provided by 

your chosen supplier can help to make sure you’re using 

what’s most suitable for your site.

Typically, whatever the preferred supplier a suitable 

granular fertiliser can be selected for spring/summer and 

autumn/winter. Approx. 12 x 20kg bags per full size pitch. 

One application per year would be considered the 

minimum, but ideally twice, applied in spring and autumn.

In season over-seeding can be a viable option on sites 

where access to water is limited.

Seeding in early spring and early autumn when weather 

conditions are more helpful can help to reduce the risks of 

failed over-seeding often seen on sites that cannot be 

watered thoroughly when renovations are left until the off 

season and the risk of drought is higher.

If choosing this option, use of a disc seeder is crucial to 

make sure the grass seed is drilled into the pitch surface as 

this gives it some protection from play during germination.

High traffic areas such as goal mouths are likely to still 

require off season repairs.

Disc seed in 3 directions at a rate of 35 grams per square 

metre (approximately 10-12 x 20kg bags of Perennial 

Ryegrass seed for a full-size pitch).

Decompaction operations are essential to allow air, water 

and nutrients to pass into and through the soil profile 

increasing drainage and root depth/density and improving 

the breakdown of organic matter (Thatch).

Deep spiking should be carried out at least once annually, 

but ideally twice, spring and autumn using 18-24mm tines 

at 100mm spacings to maximum achievable depth.

You could consider swapping the autumn deep spike for 

linear decompaction which can work well prior to the 

wetter winter months.

If funds permit conduct further decompaction operations 

during the autumn/winter month’s if ground conditions 

allow i.e. not too wet/cold.

Ideally repairs to damaged goalmouths should be made

through the season to maintain surface levels and grass

cover where possible, however, it may prove that these

areas need totally renovating at the end of the season if

dishing has become too severe. Should this be the case,

they may require rotovating to completely break the soil

profile up and additional sports sand or sand/soil mix

worked in to restore levels prior to seeding. In extreme

circumstances, particularly during times of the year where

seed germination is difficult; there may be the need to

returf damaged areas. New turf will need time to bed in so

this can be a difficult operation in terms of timing due to

fixtures so should be considered a last resort to get you

through the season or until more suitable repair works are

possible.

As long as soil conditions allow (i.e. not too wet or too dry) 

slitting provides aeration in the soil encouraging improved 

water, air and nutrient circulation in the soil.

It is a quicker and less invasive method of aeration in 

comparison to deep spiking or linear decompaction and 

should take place more routinely as part of a routine 

maintenance schedule. Typically slitting would take place 

to a depth of between 150-220mm soil conditions allowing.

Due to the slits created it can be particularly useful in the 

autumn when trying to improve the drainage of the soil 

prior to the wetter winter months. However, as it creates 

lines of weakness in the soil it is not recommended on clay 

soils beyond the winter due to the risk of encouraging 

cracking during drought periods.

Application of sports sand can help to reinstate surface 

levels and improve surface drainage and the quality of the 

topsoil over time.

This can be done by bulk application using specialised 

equipment as part of end of season renovations. Typically, 

the aim is to apply approximately 9-16kgs/ m2 /year (This 

equates to between 60-100tonnnes) for a full-size pitch eg 

(100x68m).

The type of sand used is important to avoid creating issues, 

you can make sure any materials used are compatible with 

your soil type/drainage by having a Particle Soil 

Distribution analysis undertaken by a suitable sports sand 

supplier.

Always keep sand dry prior to and during application and 

brush/drag matt in thoroughly when dry in several 

directions.

The report budget provided is for 30 tonnes.

Please note, the costs provided above are indicative and may vary dependent on quantities

and frequency. This estimated budget should be used to help plan and prioritise work, but

is not linked to the amount of grant funding you may receive.

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Selling of Alcohol at the Bowerhill Sports Field 

We recently received a request from a hirer seeking permission to sell alcohol at 
their football presentation evening taking place on the sports field in July.  

The request was received too late to be considered by Full Council and any decision 
at this meeting would have to be ratified by the July Full Council which would be after 
the event.  As there are currently no delegated authority permitting officers to 
approve such requests, and the current sports field conditions of hire do not address 
the sale of alcohol, the request could not be approved. The hirer has therefore been 
advised that the council is unable to permit the sale of alcohol for this event. The 
pavilion conditions of hire already state that alcohol is not permitted within the 
pavilion; however, as per the above there is no mention of this in the sports field 
terms and conditions.  

It’s important to be aware that under the licensing Act, any sale of  alcohol would 
need to obtain the appropriate licence or Temporary Event Notice (TEN), where 
required. Even where the appropriate licensing is in place, the parish council, as 
landowner, would need to decide whether it wishes to permit the activity on its own 
land.  

Considerations you need to take into account: 

• Whether alcohol sales should be permitted on the sports field at all. 
• Whether permission should be considered on a case-by-case basis rather 

than giving a blanket approval. 
• If you feel it should be permitted whether appropriate conditions should be 

included within the conditions of hire, such as evidence of the relevant 
licence, public liability insurance and compliance with licensing legislation. 

• Whether authority to approve future requests should be delegated to a 
committee or the Clerk, subject to an agreed policy that the council put in 
place.

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Bowerhill Sports Field car park report: 

 

For Asset Committee: Monday 6th July 2026 

In 2025, the Asset Management Committee considered whether the Bowerhill Sports 
Field car park should be extended to provide additional parking capacity. The council 
acknowledged that parking issues already existed, particularly during football 
matches, and noted that the introduction of double yellow lines on sections of 
Westinghouse Way would reduce the amount of available on-street parking. 

Following discussion, the council felt that extending the car park would likely be a 
significant capital project that would provide only a relatively small number of 
additional spaces. It was therefore agreed that the matter should not be progressed 
at that time, but instead be revisited if proposals for a 3G pitch at Bowerhill Sports 
Field came forward, as additional parking would be required to form part of any such 
provision Since that decision was made, discussions regarding the provision of a 3G 
pitch have continued; however, as discussed at the Full Council last week the sports 
field is not the preferred location for a 3G facility. As a result, it is less likely that any 
future parking improvements at the site will now be delivered as part of this project.  

In the meantime, parking  at the sports field is causing an issue, during the summer 
months in particular. Weekday evening youth football training regularly results in the 
existing car park reaching capacity, with vehicles parking along both sides of 
Westinghouse Way and Swift Way. On occasions, we have received reports that 
vehicles have been parked in positions that could be considered hazardous, and 
neighbouring businesses have reported difficulties with large goods vehicles 
accessing their premises. Similarly, during weekends throughout the football season, 
the combination of youth and adult football fixtures regularly fills the existing car 
park, resulting in significant overspill parking onto surrounding roads. The  
introduction of additional double yellow lines on sections of Westinghouse Way will 
reduce the amount of available on-street parking, potentially meaning that vehicles 
will be parked further into the industrial estate and exacerbating existing parking 
issues.  

Although the council previously agreed not to investigate an extension to the car 
park, we consider that the circumstances have changed and it would be worth 
revisiting the issue. Whilst the parish council is not responsible for the actions of 
individuals who choose to park inconsiderately or dangerously, the existing car park 
may no longer be sufficient to meet the level of use generated by the sports field. As 
the site continues to develop and user organisations grow, demand for parking is 
likely to increase even further. It is estimated that the sports field currently provides 
approximately 12 parking spaces. Officers have not yet undertaken any detailed 
work on the potential for additional parking; however, as part of the ongoing 
discussions regarding 3G provision, the Clerk has asked Wiltshire FA/ the Football 
Foundation to advise on the recommended level of parking provision for the sports 
field taking into account the current number of pitches. We are still waiting for this 
information, but it  could help inform the council should you wish for officers to 
investigate this further.  
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Officer note: Electrical Installation Condition Report (EICR) at the Bowerhill 
Sports Pavilion 

As the members of the Finance Committee will be aware on of the reasons the 
council was unable to obtain an alternative quotation for the parish insurance was 
because the pavilion has never had an electrical inspection undertaken since it was 
built back in 2015. It is recommended that these inspections should be undertaken 
every 5 years.  

As this had come up when we were trying to obtain quotes for the insurance, I have 
had a look at the Operation and Maintenance (O&M) manuals to see what we should 
be doing.  While the council has arrangements in place for the servicing and 
inspection of a number of things, including the gas boiler, water heaters, fire alarm, 
emergency lighting, fire extinguishers, ventilation and Legionella, we have not 
undertaken a EICR since the building was constructed. 

Why we need to undertake this inspection: 

An EICR is a periodic inspection which tests the fixed electrical installation within the 
building. It assesses whether the installation remains in a satisfactory condition for 
continued use and identifies any deterioration, damage, defects or non-compliance 
with the current requirements for electrical Installations.  

While there is no legislation advising on how often this type of inspection should take 
place, the council has duties under the Health and Safety at Work etc. Act 1974 and 
the Electricity at Work Regulations 1989 to maintain electrical systems so far as is 
reasonably practicable to prevent danger. It is currently recommended that 
commercial and community buildings have periodic inspection and testing, at least 
every five years, or more frequently where required. As the pavilion is over ten years 
old and no record of any subsequent EICR being undertaken, we wanted to bring 
this to your attention for consideration in order for you to meet your responsibilities 
as the owner of the building.  

We will also need to look into this for our village halls that we own and speak to 
those management committees.  

Quotations: 

I have contacted five contractors to provide us with a quotation to undertake this 
inspection and only two have responded. The quotes for this are included in your 
agenda pack. The contractors were asked to provide a quote for a full Electrical 
Installation Condition Report (EICR), including provision of the completed report and 
certification with identification of any remedial works required. All contractors 
contacted are NICEIC (National Inspection Council for Electrical Installation 
Contracting) approved contractors  

In terms of budget in place for this, as we were not aware that these inspections 

need to be undertaken the council had not budgeted for this provision at budget 

setting for the current year. We do have the sports field maintenance reserve in 

place where this expenditure can come from.

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Unauthorised use of goal posts 

Members will be aware that the parish council's 11 aside movable goal posts are 
stored at the side of the sports field near to the 11 aside pitches. The goals are 
secured using chains and a padlock, with the access code only being provided to the 
hirers who have booked the facility. 

Despite these arrangements, there have been several occasions where the goal 
posts have been found moved onto the playing field by individuals who have not 
booked the equipment and subsequently left unsecured after use. The padlock has 
had to be replaced on a number of occasions due to damage; however, there have 
also been occasions where the padlock has remained intact, suggesting that the 
access code may have been shared with unauthorised users. 

When issuing booking information for the forthcoming football season, all hirers have 
been reminded that access codes are confidential and must not be shared with any 
other person or organisation. The access code will also be changed prior to the start 
of the new season as some of the home teams last season are no longer using the 
field this year. We have been made aware that some of our home teams may also 
be using the field/ goal posts for training sessions without booking the facilities too.  

There are some concerns which comes with the unauthorised use of the goal posts: 

• Health and Safety: Hirers receive the council's safety guidance as part of 
their booking, including the requirement that a minimum of four adults should 
be used to move the goal posts safely. Unauthorised users will not have 
received this information, increased the risk of injury whilst moving or 
positioning the equipment. 

• Damage to the Equipment: Incorrect handling or misuse may result in 
damage to the goal posts. You will note that replacement parts have already 
been required, as per the above agenda item, and unnecessary damage 
increases the council's maintenance and replacement costs. 

Officers will continue to monitor the situation during the new season, but we just 
wanted to draw this issue to your attention.  
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Allotment Report for Asset Management Meeting 

Monday 6th July 2026 

Vacant Plots: 

We currently have NO vacant plot on both sites.  

Update on letting of severely overgrown plots: 

All of the previously identified severely overgrown plots have now been re-let and 

most of the new tenants have made a positive start in clearing and cultivating their 

plots. In accordance with the council's previous decision, the following plots have 

been let free of charge for the remainder of the current allotment year: 

Berryfield: 5A, 9A, 10B, 13A, 14B , 16B 

Briansfield: 7, 8, 16A, 19, 25, 31, 32 

As per the agreement the above plots will be chargeable for the next allotment year 

starting from 1st October 2026. 

Waiting List: 

There are currently 4 people on the waiting list for the allotments.  

Allotment plot inspections: 

Following approval of the allotment inspection and notice procedure, the Allotment 

Warden has completed two inspections. As a result, six tenants were contacted 

because their plots were either in poor condition or showed little or no evidence of 

cultivation.  

Four of the six tenants have responded and are taking steps to improve their plots. In 

accordance with the approved procedure, all plots will be inspected again during 

W/C 20th July 2026, and any tenants who have not made satisfactory progress will 

move to Stage 2 of the process. 

Shed/ greenhouse requests 

Under delegated powers the following sheds/ greenhouses have been approved 

since the last meeting: 

• 29 Briansfield- 8' x 8' shed 

• 10b Berryfield- 6ft x 4ft shed 
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Issues reported at allotments:  

1. Dogs and access:  

The dog sign which prohibits dogs from entering the allotment located on the 

gate at the entrance to Briansfield Allotments has been removed. I have 

arranged for temporary laminated signs to be installed whilst the situation is 

monitored before considering whether we replace with a permanent metal 

sign again. 

 

An allotment tenant also reported that the barbed wire adjacent to the 

entrance gate had been repeatedly moved, apparently to allow animals 

access through the boundary. The Allotment Warden has since confirmed 

that the wire has now been removed entirely, allowing access through. (photo 

attached below)  

 

 
 

 

2. Boundary fencing around the allotments: 

At the entrance to Briansfield Allotments, the barbed wire fence adjacent to 

the access gate has been repeatedly moved. The lower strand of the three-

strand barbed wire fence has been pushed upwards on several occasions, 

apparently to create a gap beneath the fence. The Allotment Warden has 

repeatedly repositioned and re-secured the wire; however, it has 

subsequently been untied and, has now  been removed altogether. It is 

suspected that this may be to allow dogs access through the fence. Our 
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contractor has gone to have a look at the fence; however, he reports that 

there is still two wires in place as you can see from the above photo. There is 

obviously still a gap in place where the third wire should be. The Allotment 

Warden has installed laminated signage in that position to try and deter 

people from bringing dogs through to the allotments. 

 

 
 

In addition, a gap has been identified in the boundary fence at the far end of 

Briansfield Allotments (a tenant has requested that we repair this), and 

damage has been identified to fencing adjacent to the access track at 

Berryfield Allotments. It is understood that people have been using this gap to 

walk through the allotments and is where cows entered the allotments last 

year.  

 

I have looked into this matter further and do not believe that the fencing issue 

is the parish council's responsibility. A plan is attached to this report for 

showing you where the issue is. The cattle were located in the field left to the 

parish council-owned land, which is leased to the farmer. They then entered 

the land MWPC lease to the farmer and accessed the allotments through a 

gap in the fence and entered down the access track. The Allotment Warden 

has also reported that members of the public have been using this gap as an 

informal access route through the allotments, despite there being no public 

right of way across the site. The access through the allotments is a matter you 

may wish to consider, both in terms of site security and preventing 

unauthorised access into the allotments 

.

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3. Stolen produce:  

A tenant has reported that all of the strawberries from her allotment plot were 

stolen last week. They understand that there isn’t anything we can do so this 

is just for you to note.  

 

4. Reports of tenants attaching hosepipes to troughs: 

A few weeks ago, an allotment tenant contacted me to report that they had 
witnessed, on at least three occasions, individuals connecting pumps and 
hoses to the water troughs and using large quantities of water. Members may 
recall that, following receipt of a significantly higher-than-expected water bill 
last year, the parish caretaker inspected the water troughs and identified 
evidence suggesting that hoses had previously been connected to the troughs 
and used to fill large containers. At that time, all allotment tenants were 
reminded of the appropriate use of the troughs. Since then, the Allotment 
Warden has continued to monitor the situation during his regular visits to the 
allotments. He has confirmed that he has not personally witnessed any 
tenants connecting hoses or pumps to the water troughs. A reminder about 
the appropriate use of the water troughs will be included in the rent notices for 
the new allotment year.

Request from Allotment Holder for deer/ dog deterrent between pathway on 
plot 

For Asset Management meeting Monday 6th July 2026 

Background info: 
An allotment tenant has contacted the council to report damage to their apple trees 
which they believe to be caused by deer. They have also raised concerns about 
dogs accessing plots. Images have been provided showing damage to fruit trees 
within the plot (shown below). The tenant has advised that an allotment holder on a 
neighbouring plot has witnessed deer on their plot. For information the tenant has 
two plots next to them on Briansfield allotments, 10 and 11 (plot layout included 
below). I have attached the correspondence with the allotment holder to the report.  

Request: 
Due to these issues, the tenant has asked whether a temporary deterrent, such as a 
pallet or low picket gate, or similar easily opened barrier, may be installed on the 
pathway between their two plots to help discourage deer and dog access. This would 
still allow pedestrian access on the pathway between the plot where required. 

Issue for Consideration: 

Clause 5l in the tenancy agreement states the following, ‘The Tenant shall not 
obstruct or permit the obstruction of any of the paths on the Allotments set out 
for the use of the tenants of the Allotment Gardens. The Tenant shall maintain the 
existing paths between allotments’. You need to consider whether a barrier such 
as the one suggested by the tenant would be contrary to the requirements set out in 
the tenancy agreement to keep allotment paths unobstructed and maintained, and 
whether given the circumstances around the request permission can be granted.  

Things you need to consider: 

1. Whether temporary barriers may be permitted between plots for wildlife and 
dog deterrence.  

2. If so, what forms of barrier, would be acceptable.  
3. Whether any conditions should apply (e.g. height restrictions, gate access, 

maintenance requirements).

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Graffiti at Shurnhold Fields on shed: 

Officers have been made aware that the shed at Shurnhold Fields has been 
scratched with graffiti (photos below). The Clerk had asked a mobile paint specialist 
who takes scratches out of cars etc to have a look to see whether it could be sanded 
off and then painted. Following inspection, the mobile paint specialist lightly sanded 
the affected areas in an attempt to reduce the visibility of the scratches which  has 
improved the appearance. Some areas of the shed are now slightly shinier where the 
surface has been sanded. 

The specialist has advised that the scratches appear to be superficial and have not 
penetrated through the paint coating to the underlying metal. As such, there is no 
immediate concern regarding corrosion or rusting. The graffiti was reported to the 
police for awareness. Unfortunately, when officers attended Shurnhold Fields a few 
weeks ago for a site visit the graffiti/ scratches were back on the shed as highlighted 
by a volunteer from the ‘friends’. This again was reported to the police; however, 
without any CCTV footage there isn’t anything that can be done.  

We can continue monitoring this issue, but you may wish to undertake other security 
measures, such as CCTV.

However she added that she felt that a rise 

in charges at this point was a fair suggestion.   Eventually it was agreed that pre-school hire 

rates would be £60 per session. She added that this would need to be approved  by the Pre-

school Trustees. MB asked if the new charges could commence from 1.6.26. This was 

approved.  

JBi also made a request to be permitted to leave the pre-school equipment out on a Monday 

and a Wednesday afternoon/evening. This was agreed unless/until there were any evening 

bookings for these week days. JBi agreed to this. JBi then also asked if she could have more 

control over the heating system as the group often did not need the heating on at certain 

times. This was agreed but, at the moment the thermostat is inaccessible. It was thought 

that PJ had already been looking at a remote thermostat. It was agreed that PJ could 

purchase such a thermostat after finding the best price. PJ had previously seen one which 

was £400 so it was hoped that he might be able to find one at a better price. 

4.2 Other grant bids- KP said that our Football Foundation grant is £3,200. PH said that 

we had received all the grants we had requested to date. 

RC said that her bid to the Swindon and Wiltshire Community Fund had not been 

successful.  She wanted to put a questionnaire in the connect magazine to find out 

what activities the local community would be most interested in and would therefore 

support. RC also said that she has been applying to various other organisations for 

grants. She has created a spreadsheet for these applications. The Community Lottery 

bid is also being launched and MB showed all present a poster to be distributed to 

advertise this. He urged all present to promote this as far afield as possible. Various 

committee members took posters to display wherever appropriate.

5. Hall and Field Facilities Maintenance-  

5.1 Hall maintenance update- A dripping tap has been fixed. This seemed to have taken 

quite a while to get sorted.PH said that JBi could always call a plumber( Phil Alford) 

herself if Pete Jonik is away, and get small plumbing jobs finished quickly to avoid 

wasting water. However, to avoid unnecessary expenditure, PJ should always be 

contacted first to ensure that he has the opportunity to do any similar jobs if he can.

5.2 Field maintenance update-  KP reported that five extra games had been played in 

April and May but otherwise it had been rather a poor year due to prolonged periods of 

wet weather. As the weather has now improved it was expected that Tony Jones and son 

would be able to start on the work he had hoped to do earlier in the season.

One needs felling, 

some need some branches trimming, and ivy removed  but critically no trees show any 

signs of Ash Dieback. A neighbour of the hall had written to PH to say two trees had this 

disease. Luckily this is not the case. It was recommended that some trees are monitored. 

MWPC are responsible for some of the work that needs doing, PH to contact them about 

this. ACTION: PH to contact MWPC regarding tree works required. JBi reported that a 

hall neighbour had trimmed the overhanging branches of an apple tree.

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Bowerhill Sports Field Footbridge Replacement 

As members are aware, the existing footbridge at Bowerhill Sports Field is 

approaching the end of its serviceable life and has required repairs to ensure it 

remains safe for use. The council previously agreed that the bridge should be 

replaced and officers met with a specialist bridge supplier to discuss the project and 

obtain an indicative quotation and specification. 

An initial indicative quotation was received for the replacement of the existing 

footbridge with a 6-metre steel bridge. 

As the estimated cost was higher than originally anticipated, officers sought to obtain 

comparable quotations from alternative contractors. . One contractor advised that the 

specification appeared to be larger than they would normally expect for a bridge of 

this type and questioned whether it was proportionate to the site's requirements. 

Although this contractor is not a specialist bridge supplier, they are familiar with the 

local area and were therefore reluctant to provide a like-for-like quotation based on 

the specification provided. Officers could approach a further specialist bridge 

supplier to undertake a site visit and prepare an alternative design and quotation, but 

it has been difficult to get site visits from specialist contractors.  

You therefore need to consider whether you wish for us to continue seeking an 

alternative specification or proceed on the basis of the existing specialist design and 

obtain some more quotes on this basis.  
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Bleed Kits: 

Purpose of Report 

To provide members with updated information on Community Bleed Control Kits 
following further investigations and to consider: 

1. Whether the council wishes to install Community Bleed Control Kits at 
appropriate parish council sites within the parish 

2. Whether the council wishes to support community facilities, particularly parish 
council-owned village halls, in obtaining Community Bleed Control Kits. 

Background 

As some members will be aware, the council previously considered the provision of 
Community Bleed Control Kits within the parish. At that time, members expressed 
concerns regarding whether members of the public would require training before 
using the kits, where they could be appropriately located, and the associated 
installation costs. It was also understood that the kits could not be accommodated 
within the council's existing defibrillator cabinets and would instead require separate 
cabinets, increasing the overall cost. As this was a few years ago, we have looked 
into this further and additional information has now become available which 
addresses many of these concerns and may assist members in reconsidering the 
provision of Community Bleed Control Kits within the parish. 

Further Investigations 

Further enquiries have been undertaken with HeartSafe, a Bristol-based organisation 
which supplies NHS-approved Community Bleed Control Kits. HeartSafe works in 
partnership with Avon & Somerset Police, Wiltshire Police and the South Western 
Ambulance Service to provide a long-term management solution for community 
bleed kits. Bleed Kit Homepage | HeartSafe®   

It should be noted that Wiltshire Council has recently placed an order for 105 
Community Bleed Control Kits, to install in their sites which shows an increasing 
adoption of these kits across the county. 

Ongoing Maintenance 

One of the key developments since we last considered this matter is the partnership 
between HeartSafe and Wiltshire Police. 

Under the Police Legacy Funding Scheme: 

• registered kits are monitored through HeartSafe's management system; 
• if a kit is used during an emergency or vandalised, the medical kit will be 

replaced at no additional cost to the council; 
• all registered kits are recorded on the national Community Bleed Kit Map, 

which is accessible to the South Western Ambulance Service. During an 
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emergency, ambulance control can direct callers to the nearest available 
bleed kit where appropriate. 

• Although when speaking to HeartSafe they mentioned that the local PCSO 
may check the bleed kit from time to time, we would have to have volunteers 
in place to check the kits are still there, like with the defibs.  

This reduces the ongoing maintenance responsibilities previously associated with 
installing community bleed kits. 

Installation 

The recommended product by HeartSafe is the Standalone Model 2 Community 
Bleed Control Kit. 

These units are designed as standalone dispensers and can be mounted on walls, 
buildings, railings or lamp posts using a pole adapter, which makes them suitable to 
be installed in a wide range of locations. To comply with NHS guidance, the kits must 
be visible and accessible to the public 24 hours a day and therefore remain 
unlocked. This would be different from the defibrillators we have around the parish 
which are locked and have a code to access them.  

Training 

Members previously expressed concerns regarding the level of training required 
before members of the public could safely use the kits. HeartSafe has advised that 
these kits have been specifically designed for use by members of the public without 
prior medical training. Each kit contains colour-coded equipment alongside a simple 
NHS-approved body mapping instruction sheet, enabling users to identify the correct 
equipment for different areas of the body.  

In addition, HeartSafe has produced three educational training videos, approved by 
NHS partners and the South Western Ambulance Service, which are freely available 
and can be promoted through the council website. A community presentation 
package is also currently being developed to support local awareness sessions. 

Costs 

The current cost of the Standalone Model 2 Community Bleed Control Kit is £229 + 
VAT per unit. 

This includes: 

• standalone dispenser with NHS and Police branding; 
• complete medical kit, including trauma wound dressing, haemostatic dressing, 

tourniquet and protective equipment; 
• registration on the national Community Bleed Kit Map; 
• ongoing management and replacement support through the Police Legacy 

Funding Scheme. 
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HeartSafe confirmed that there is no financial advantage to placing a bulk order, as 
each kit requires individual registration, mapping and ongoing support regardless of 
order size. 

Village Hall Interest 

At the most recent meeting with reps from the village halls and community buildings 
within the area, bleed kits were discussed with Bowerhill Village Hall, Berryfield 
Village Hall and Shaw Village Hall all expressing an interest in the initiative. 
Additionally, some representatives from community buildings within the town had 
also expressed an interest. There had been some discussion as to whether there 
was any economy of scale of placing one order for a number of village halls but as 
per the above this would not be the case.  

It was recognised that, whilst bleed kits are often associated with knife-related 
incidents, they could also prove invaluable in responding to serious injuries resulting 
from road traffic collisions, sporting injuries, agricultural accidents and DIY incidents, 
particularly within rural communities.  The possibility of seeking grant funding 
through the Melksham Area Board or Health & Wellbeing Group was discussed, 
together with the potential for a coordinated approach across community venues at 
the meeting. The Clerk had contacted the Area Board to see whether grant funding 
could be obtained through these methods; however, it has been confirmed that bleed 
kits would not be considered to be a capital item and they would not meet the current 
Area Board criteria.  

Considerations 

Members may wish to consider two separate aspects of this:  

1. Community Bleed Control Kits at Parish Council Sites 

The council may wish to consider whether Community Bleed Control Kits should be 
installed at suitable parish council locations where there is a high level of public use 
or an increased likelihood of serious injury. 

Potential locations could include: 

• Bowerhill Sports Field- Where sporting activities are taking place on the field, 
additionally, this area is located on an industrial estate with a number of 
businesses. This would provide a publicly accessible bleed control kit serving 
both the sports field and the surrounding business community. 

• Shaw Playing Fields- due to its regular use for organised football and other 
recreational activities, providing a publicly accessible bleed control kit for 
players, spectators and other visitors to the site.  

2. Supporting Community Facilities 

Members may also wish to consider whether the council should support community 
facilities, particularly parish council-owned village halls, in obtaining Community 
Bleed Control Kits, if they wish to pursue further. 
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Financial Implications 

The purchase cost is currently £229 plus VAT per kit. 

Future maintenance costs are expected to be limited due to the ongoing 
management and replacement arrangements provided through HeartSafe's 
partnership with Wiltshire Police.

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Briefing Note to accompany Biodiversity Policy Review 

Subject: Biodiversity Net Gain and biodiversity offsetting — opportunities for 

local land in the parish 

Suggestion from Clerk 

The Clerk suggests that, as part of the review of the Biodiversity Policy, the council 

considers whether there are opportunities to identify land within the parish for 

biodiversity enhancement, particularly where developers or infrastructure providers 

are unable to deliver all of their Biodiversity Net Gain or biodiversity offsetting 

requirements on site. 

This could include land owned by the parish council, Wiltshire Council-owned land, 

or land managed by community groups. In some cases, areas described as 

wildflower or nature areas may currently be managed mainly by reduced mowing, 

rather than active habitat creation or long-term meadow management. 

The council’s Biodiversity Policy already provides a basis for this, as it refers to 

considering biodiversity net gain in planning applications, managing council land with 

biodiversity in mind, supporting local organisations and residents, and working in 

partnership with other organisations to protect and enhance biodiversity. 

Background 

Biodiversity Net Gain is now a requirement for most developments, with developers 

normally required to deliver at least 10% BNG. 

Where this cannot all be achieved on site, developers may look to off-site 

biodiversity units. As a last resort, they can buy statutory biodiversity credits from 

government. However, statutory credits do not come directly to the parish or the local 

area. The opportunity for the parish is therefore to help identify local sites where 

biodiversity enhancement could be delivered, so that developers or infrastructure 

providers can potentially support local off-site habitat creation rather than offsetting 

elsewhere. 

Any formal off-site BNG site would need ecological assessment, landowner 

agreement, legal security, registration, funding, and long-term management, 

normally for at least 30 years. Simply leaving grass to grow is unlikely to be enough 

on its own, as the biodiversity value must be measured from the existing baseline 

and show a genuine uplift. 

Local parish examples 

Shurnhold Fields — a local example is the biodiversity offsetting required by 

planning condition for Wessex Water’s mains drainage works and new pumping 

station at Westlands Lane. A wildflower meadow is to be created at Shurnhold Fields 

as part of that biodiversity offsetting. This demonstrates that local biodiversity 

offsetting can be secured within the parish where suitable land is available and 

appropriate conditions or agreements are put in place. 
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Hornchurch Road Public Open Space — this land is owned by Wiltshire Council, 

with grass cutting undertaken by the parish council. Parts of the site regularly flood, 

so there may be scope to consider a specialist wet ground meadow seed mix, similar 

to that proposed at Shurnhold Fields. 

Bowerhill wildflower areas — some areas appear to have been allowed to grow 

long rather than actively managed as meadow habitat. There may be potential for 

more active enhancement, such as seeding, plug planting, meadow management, or 

different cutting regimes. 

BRAG area off Brabazon Way and the bridleway/picnic area managed on 

Wiltshire Council land — these may not all be suitable for formal BNG, but could 

still offer opportunities for biodiversity enhancement, community involvement, or 

Local Nature Recovery Strategy delivery. 

Suggested action 

The council could ask Wiltshire Council’s ecology, estates and/or climate teams 

whether any Wiltshire Council-owned land in Melksham Without has been assessed 

for: 

off-site BNG potential; 

habitat banking; 

Local Nature Recovery Strategy delivery; 

wet ground meadow or flood-tolerant seed mixes; 

enhancement of existing Bowerhill wildflower areas; 

or other local biodiversity projects. 

Suggested wording to Wiltshire Council: 

Melksham Without Parish Council is reviewing its Biodiversity Policy and is keen to 

understand whether land within the parish could help deliver local biodiversity 

enhancement, particularly where developers or infrastructure providers are unable to 

achieve all of their biodiversity requirements on site. 

We are aware of Wiltshire Council-owned land in the parish which has been 

identified or managed as wildflower/nature areas, but in some cases this appears to 

be limited to reduced mowing or allowing areas to grow long, rather than active 

habitat creation or meadow management. 

Possible local examples include Hornchurch Road Public Open Space, the existing 

wildflower areas across Bowerhill, the BRAG area off Brabazon Way, and the 

bridleway/picnic area managed on Wiltshire Council land. Could Wiltshire Council 

advise whether any of these, or other sites in Melksham Without, have been 

assessed for off-site BNG, habitat banking, Local Nature Recovery Strategy delivery, 

or other biodiversity enhancement opportunities? 

Conclusion 

There is a potential opportunity for the parish council to encourage more local 

delivery of Biodiversity Net Gain and biodiversity offsetting, but this would normally 
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be through identifying and supporting suitable local enhancement sites, rather than 

receiving statutory biodiversity credits directly. 

The next practical step would be to identify possible land parcels and seek advice 

from Wiltshire Council and/or an ecologist on whether they could deliver genuine, 

measurable biodiversity uplift. 

Does the policy need amending? 

The current policy broadly covers this already, but it may be useful to add a short 

additional paragraph to make the opportunity more explicit. 

Suggested additional wording: 

The Council will, where appropriate and proportionate, work with landowners and 

partner organisations to explore opportunities for local habitat creation and 

enhancement, including potential off-site Biodiversity Net Gain or biodiversity 

offsetting projects within the parish. 

This may include land owned or managed by the Council, Wiltshire Council, 

community groups or other landowners, subject to landowner agreement, ecological 

advice, funding, public access considerations and long-term management 

requirements. 
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Biodiversity Policy 
 

For review by Asset Management Committee Monday 6th July 2026 

Background 
 
In accordance with the duty imposed on town and parish councils by Section 40 of 

the Natural Environment and rural Communities Act 2008, updated by Section 102 of 

the Environment Act 2021, Melksham Without Parish Council (herein after referred to 

as the Council) which has many functions exercisable in relation to England must 

from time to time consider what action the authority can properly take, consistently 

with the proper exercise of its functions, to further the general biodiversity objective.  

This duty also means that town and parish councils can spend funds in conserving 
biodiversity.  
 
Diversity 
 
According to Defra (Biodiversity 2020), biodiversity is the variety of all life on Earth. It 

includes all species of animals and plants – everything that is alive on our planet.  

Biodiversity is important for its own sake and has its own intrinsic value. A number of 
studies have shown this value also goes further. Biodiversity is the building block of 
our ‘ecosystems’ that in turn provide us with a wide range of goods and services that 
support our economic and social wellbeing. These include essentials such as food, 
fresh water and clean air, but also less obvious services such as protection from 
natural disasters, regulation of our climate, and purification of our water of pollination 
of our crops. Biodiversity also provides important cultural services, enriching our 
lives.  
 

Aims and Objectives 

 
The object of this policy is to work towards conserving and enhancing the 

biodiversity of the Council’s area.

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The Full Council and any committee of the Council will consider sustainability, 

environmental impact and biodiversity when making decisions and will develop and 

implement policies and strategies as required.  

In particular, the Council will aim to improve the biodiversity of the area in the 

following ways.: 

• Consider the potential impact on biodiversity represented by planning 

applications. 

• Manage its land and property using environmentally friendly practices that will 

promote biodiversity. 

• Support local businesses and council operations in the adoption of low 

impact/nature positive practices. 

• Encourage and support other organisations within the town to manage their 

areas of responsibility with biodiversity in mind.  

• Support residents and local organisation activities to enhance and promote 
biodiversity.  

 

Actions 

Planning applications 

 
The Council will: 

• When commenting on planning applications, support site and building design 

that benefits biodiversity through the conservation and integration of existing 

habitats or provision of new habitats. 

• Support protection of sensitive habitats from development and will consider 

whether the development would mean the loss of important habitats for 

wildlife in respect of all applications.  

• Consider what each proposed development might make in terms of 

biodiversity net gain.  

• Include policies in support of biodiversity within the neighbourhood plan.  
 

Land and property management 

The Council will: 

• Carry out a biodiversity audit of its landholdings.- The council will consider 

undertaking a biodiversity audit of its landholdings where appropriate and 

proportionate 

• Consider the conservation and promotion of local biodiversity with regard to 

the management of its open spaces. This will include adopting beneficial 

practices with regarding to cutting and removal of vegetation, application of 

chemicals and timing of maintenance work, paying attention to the 

Government’s regulations for plant protection products.  

• Take special care in the specification of grounds maintenance contracts to 

ensure that the work, whilst reaching acceptable standards, does not harm 

the natural environment. 

• Source sustainable materials when procuring supplies for the Council’s use.

• Consider biodiversity issues and the implementation of changes when 

managing its buildings.  

 

Local community 

 
The Council will: 

• Raise public awareness of biodiversity issues, including through its website 
and newsletters. 

• Engage with local businesses and residents regarding biodiversity in the 
community and how members of the community can assist and make a 
difference. 

• Where feasible, involve the community in biodiversity projects on its land 
including for example tree planting, wildflower meadows, birdbox making.  

 
Partners 
 
The Council will work in partnership with other organisations to protect, promote and 

enhance biodiversity within the council area.  

It will review any local nature recovery strategies, species conservation strategies, or 
protected site strategies in respect of local Sites of Special Scientific Interest (SSSIs) 
and consider how it may become more involved in implementing the strategies’ 
recommendations. Where appropriate, the council will have regard to relevant Local 
Nature Recovery Strategies when making decisions affecting its land. 
 

Monitoring 

 
This policy was adopted on 4 December 2023 (Min 321/23(b)) and will be reviewed 

in two years or sooner should legislation dictate. A summary of how the policy has 

been implemented will be published annually, with reference to the original 

biodiversity audit to show progress. Progress against this policy will be reviewed 

periodically by the Asset Management Committee as part of the council's 

management of its land and assets. The council will report on significant biodiversity 

initiatives through committee reports, and other public communications where 

appropriate.

Dear Councils  

I hope you are keeping well. 

As a former elected councillor myself, I understand just how important local authorities 
are in shaping stronger, more inclusive communities. The decisions made at council 
level genuinely impact people’s everyday lives, and that is one of the reasons I wanted 
to contact you personally. 

Since appearing on Dragons' Den last October, Snowball has grown significantly and is 
now one of the largest disability accessibility apps in the world — while remaining 
completely free to use. 

Our mission is simple: helping disabled and neurodiverse people access their 
communities with confidence. The app allows users to discover accessible places they 
may never have known existed, while also helping them navigate practical everyday 
challenges such as:

 Accessible toilets 
 Blue Badge parking bays 
 Changing Places facilities 
 Step-free access 
 Accessible hospitality, retail, and leisure venues 

And the best part is the app will actually direct you to the location of where you 
want to go to via Google or Apple maps. 

Following Dragons’ Den, we were approached by Google and are now working in 
partnership to help build a large-scale accessibility database. The exciting part is that 
this is no longer just about reviews — it is about data-driven community insight. We are 
also working with a number of universities and a number of local authorities across the 
UK. 

The information being generated through Snowball helps identify where investment in 
accessibility infrastructure is most needed. Whether it is a village high street, a town 
centre, or a major shopping destination, accessibility reviews allow us to see patterns, 
identify barriers, and highlight where improvements could have the biggest impact. 

As I’m sure you will agree, when you make somewhere accessible for disabled people, 
you improve it for everyone. 

Although you may not immediately see the wider reporting behind the platform, if you 
explore the map section within the app you will quickly see the accessibility reviews 
people are leaving and gain a clearer picture of accessibility within your own area. 

This is where I hope you may be able to help. 

As community leaders and elected representatives, you are in a unique position to 
encourage local engagement. I would genuinely appreciate it if you, your fellow 
councillors, and members of your community could download the Snowball app and 
begin leaving accessibility reviews for local venues and services. 

The app is completely free to use, and users can add and review any location in the 
world. 

In the attached image of Soho, for example, you can clearly see which businesses are 
currently inaccessible. There is still a significant amount of red across areas such as 
Carnaby Street, and our hope is to work alongside councils and businesses to help turn 
those areas green in the future. In many cases, simple and affordable changes — such 
as portable ramps — can make a huge difference. 

Accessibility improvements are not only socially important; they also encourage repeat 
visits, increased footfall, and stronger local economies.
